• Interfacing with the FAA to work certification, foreign validation, and continued operational safety issues 
• Preparing and approving dispositions for nonconforming articles as part of the MRB process 
• Providing Engineering support to Aviat’s Safety Management System 
• Supporting Flight Test activities, at times, aboard the test airplane  
• Providing Engineering support to Production activities, especially in Manufacturing 
• Providing Engineering support to the Quality Control department 
• Providing Engineering support to customers 
• Managing and overseeing the activities of Engineering interns
