Engineering who would be willing to serve as a host during their stay (see 
https://engineering.purdue.edu/CE/People/Faculty/).  Once a host faculty member is identified, 
application materials consisting of a statement of qualifications, a description of proposed 
objectives during the time at Purdue, along with a complete curriculum vitae should be sent to the 
host faculty member by December 4, 2023.  The complete package including the host's letter is 
due no later than December 11, 2023 to Whitney Freeland (wfreelan@purdue.edu). Candidate 
selection will be made by February 2024. 
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
