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Chemical Engineering Course Exception Form

The Davidson School of Chemical Engineering faculty have devised and approved a curriculum adhering to
accreditation guidelines while upholding the integrity of a conferred Purdue University Bachelor of Science
degree.

All requests must be submitted to Karissa Raderstorf, Associate Director of
Undergraduate Education in FRNY G041 for consideration prior to registration.

(Example of exception requests include but are not limited to enrolling in PHYS 27200 in lieu of PHYS 24100, CHM 25500/25501
in lieu of CHM 26100/26300, CHM 25600/25601 in lieu of CHM 26200/26400, etc.)
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
