· ISP audits are due in one month, at the beginning of April
· Reminder that most recent version (Dec. 2025) is available online, and is required to be used
· Good practice to fill out separate audits for separate lab spaces
· Check that door postings are within one year
· Hazard assessments must be within 5 years if they haven’t changed, but it is good practice to update them yearly
· New cylinder cage installation is still in progress
· Discussion on hazardous waste collection and pickup
· Triple rinse containers that will be used as waste containers
· Check EHS website for proper procedures and pickup requests
