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Abstract
A single paragraph summarize the contents of the paper and should contain at least 200 and at most 350 words. For research articles, abstracts should give a pertinent overview of the work. The abstract and the keywords must be fully contained in this page. Keywords should use Times New Roman 10 pt. font; Italic; separated by semicolon; Maximum 5
Keywords keyword 1, keyword 2, keyword 3.

1.	Introduction
This document explains and exemplifies how to prepare papers for the 15th International workshop on advanced smart materials and smart structures technology. Papers should not exceed 8 page length including figures, tables, endnotes and references.
2.	Organization
Following the abstract, it suggested to start with an Introduction section and end with a Conclusion section summarizing what has been done and what has been observed. All the text needs to be written using single line spacing with Times New Roman 11 pt. font.
The section captions must be written in bold and upper/lower case letters, as shown above, and in size 14. The captions of subsections must be written in size 11, and bold. Do not number the pages (they are already numbered). 
Subheadings should indicate hierarchy levels (such as 1, 1.1) with 11 pt. before, 11 pt. after, 11 pt. Times New Roman, Lower case, bold.
2.1 Numbering of subsections
Use the decimal system of headings with no more than two levels.
2.2 Tables and Figures
All figures and tables should be cited in the main text as Figure 1, Table 1, etc. Tables should be numbered sequentially in the text in Arabic numerals, as shown below. Captions are to be centralized above the tables.
