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Evacuation Procedures

You are in a facility used for research; it is possible that the evacuation horn will
sound.

This is a very loud INSIDE alarm.

Please walk calmly out of the building and gather outside in the Engineering Mall
near PHYS.

Stay in the mall area until a police officer gives the all clear.
It is extremely dangerous to enter a building in the middle of an emergency.

It is the responsibility of the faculty and staff to execute this emergency plan upon
hearing the evacuation siren.

All Hazards Emergency Warning Sirens
A weather emergency, such as a tornado, will activate the “shelter in place” siren.
This is a less audible OUTSIDE, area-wide siren.

Please seek shelter in the shelter locations indicated on the previous slide, away
from all exterior windows and doors.
