If possible, seek shelter in a lockable or securable room, 
preferably without windows.

• It is the responsibility of the faculty and staff to execute this emergency plan upon 
hearing the evacuation siren.

All Hazards Emergency Warning Sirens 
• A weather emergency, such as a tornado, will activate the “shelter in place” siren.

• This is a less audible OUTSIDE, area-wide siren.

• Please seek shelter in the first floor hall area, away from all exterior windows and , y
doors.
