Minutes of Meeting #5
October 22, 2007

1. The meeting was called to order by Mike Zoltowski at 1:36 P.M. in ARMS 2005. Motion was made by John Blendell, seconded by Ray Cipra to approve the agenda with editorial changes.  Motion was passed with no dissenting votes. 

2. Motion was made by John Blendell and seconded by Linda Wang to approve minutes #4 of 10/15/07.  Editorial changes to be made include:  Item #2 and #7 correct spelling for Jon Fricker, Item #3 and Item #5 list individual EFDs, add item noting philosophical discussion on graduate courses.  Dominick Andrisani requested for the minutes to be circulated for final approval at a later date. Revised minutes will be circulated by e-mail and may potentially approved by electronic vote.

3. Discussions continued from a previous meeting with regard to EFD 7-06, specifically concerning the order of potential actions when a document is flagged.  A question was brought up by Linda Wang concerning whether or not this was an opportune time to revamp the overall process with the goal of potentially streamlining routine tasks.  John Blendell noted that the committee should address the immediate issues concerning the process for handling a flagged document.  Two distinct issues were identified concerning the nature of the intent of EFD 7-06: 1) operations execution function vs. 2) a policy document identifying the nature of this committee’s function.  Two separate proposals were circulated for discussion, concerning final resolution of an EFD that has been flagged.  Barrett Caldwell reported on past discussions whether the ECC could and should make final dispensation of a flagged EFD.  Specifically, if the flag on an EFD can’t be resolved, does this committee have the right and responsibility to act on behalf of the faculty?  Are the faculty undoing this responsibility by not allowing the committee to make this decision?  Additional points were offered by Ray Cipra with respect to how to proceed after having an open ECC meeting where faculty have the opportunity to share comments and concerns.
