EFD Templates – Andrisani presented a hand-out of the initial information put together for discussion in developing a web-based template for EFD’s.  The template would provide a more traditional format and would have two parts; the EFD and the Form 40.  Completion of the EFD would help generate the Form 40.  This would streamline the process.  Andrisani has gathered samples of EFD’s that are considered “perfect” for a new course and change to an existing course.  He will work on generating templates for discussion at the next meeting.
