Engineering 100 and 126 will remain temporarily.  ECC is tasked to get the document in the correct form to present to the faculty.   The EFD reflects three things; two new courses; changes in first year engineering curriculum; calculation of EAI.  Suggestions for changes in the format were presented.  Imbrie to make the changes.
