Minutes of Meeting #27






April 29, 2009

1. The meeting was called to order by Cipra at 3:35 pm in ARMS 3001.  

2. A motion was made by Gray and seconded by Irudayaraj to approve the agenda for meeting #26 as editorially amended.  (Add EFD’s 32-09, 7-06, 29-09 in new business).  The motion was approved with no dissenting votes.

3. A motion was made by Andrisani and seconded by Gray to approve the minutes #26 of 4/22/09.  The minutes were approved as editorially amended with no dissenting votes.  

4. A motion was made by Jevremovic and seconded by Gray to withdraw EFD’s 34-07, 33-07, 32-07 and 28-07 from consideration for approval.  Following discussion, the motion was approved with no dissenting votes.  
5. EFD 36-09 will remain flagged until the originating department has additional information.   
6. A motion was made by Fricker and seconded by Gray to approve EFD 27-09 and 26-09 for distribution to the faculty.  EFD’s 27-09 and 26-09 were approved for distribution to the faculty as editorially amended with no dissenting votes.

7. A motion was made by Irudayaraj and seconded by Morgan to approve EFD 43-09 for distribution to the faculty.  EFD 43-09 was approved for distribution to the faculty as editorially amended with no dissenting votes.

New Business 

a. A motion was made by Imbrie and seconded by Gray to un-withdrawal EFD 29-09.  After discussion, EFD 29-09 was approved to be un-withdrawn.   A motion was made by Imbrie and seconded by Gray, pending approval from the ELT, to redistribute a modified EFD 29-09 to the faculty.  EFD 29-09 was approved for distribution to the faculty with no dissenting votes.  (the document will have another full review period by the faculty).  
b. EFD 32-09 has been flagged and comments are still being posted.  Harris is removing any personally identifying information from the comments before they are passed on to Imbrie to review.   It may be necessary to hold an open forum with the faculty to allow for discussion.  Holding it before the end of the semester would be good.  

c. EFD 7-06 has also been flagged.  Since this document is a procedural change it will require a faculty vote.  Higgins will look at setting up an on-line ballot and faculty would be given one week to vote.  We will verify with academic affairs the number of votes needed for a quorum of an on-line vote.  The voting would take place Monday, May 4 – Friday, May 8th.  
This will allow the document to complete the two week review period.
