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Engineering Curriculum Committee

Minutes of Meeting #29






May 14, 2009
Present: Cipra, Gray, Andrisani, Imbrie, Fricker, Morgan, Duffy, Blendell, Harris.  Recorder: Higgins

1. The meeting was called to order by Cipra at 12:15 pm in ARMS 3001 while lunch was shared by the committee.   
2. A motion was made by Gray and seconded by Fricker to approve the agenda for meeting #29. The motion was approved as editorially amended with no dissenting votes. (move item #5 to #4). 
3. A motion was made by Andrisani and seconded by Gray to approve the minutes #28 of 5/6/09.  The minutes were approved with no dissenting votes and one abstention.  

4. A motion was made by Gray and seconded by Blendell for final approval of EFD’s 71-07, 70-07 and 51-07 on behalf of the faculty.  The motion was approved with no dissenting votes.

5.  A motion was made by Imbrie for final approval of EFD 29-09 on behalf of the faculty, with a vote to be taken after the review period ends at 5 pm on Thursday, May 14th (pending no additional flags are issued).  An email vote of the committee would take place on Friday, May 15th.  A quorum of six votes would be required to approve EFD 29-09.  The motion was seconded by Morgan and approved with no dissenting votes.  Please note:  A revised procedure was adopted to accommodate the end of semester deadline.  
6. Old Business
a.  EFD 7-06 – Harris distributed copies of the vote tally.  So far 96 votes were cast, 89 yes, 7 no’s.  The voting period will end at 5 pm on Friday, May 15.  The quorum requirement has been met.  A reminder email will be sent to encourage more votes.
b. EFD 32-09 – Discussion regarding how to move forward was held.  Imbrie stated it is difficult to address concerns due to the flaggers remaining anonymous.  Imbrie suggested it would be good if the flaggers would be willing to meet informally and discuss their concerns so some progress could be made over the summer.  Harris will continue dialog with the flaggers.  Discussion was held on possible open meetings of the ECC this summer to invite open discussions.   It would be good to make some progress this summer and allow for concerns and issues to begin being addressed.
i. Fricker discussed issues brought up from the CE faculty.  Faculty are concerned over the continued resources that may be needed.  Also, there is confusion on the title of the course.
ii. Duffy discussed concerns of the IE faculty including concerns regarding how this would affect their curriculum.  Questions on the funding were also asked.  Imbrie clarified that the funding was for the space.  This course allows ENE to take advantage of this new facility.
iii. Blendell stated this EFD is not written as a standard EFD.  Normally, the EFD is a description of a course and other information is shared in the supporting document.  This EFD could be broken down to be more straight-forward.  
Harris will continue to get information from the flaggers to determine if some meetings with the ECC can be held to share feedback.  

c.  EFD 7-09 has two flags.  Imbrie presented copies of revised documents addressing some of the changes requested by the flagger.  Other issues are still to be identified.  One flagger requested a “hearty discussion” be held.  Cipra proposed that in August we send out the modified document to the faculty for another two week review period.  This could be done one week before classes begin.  If flags are still remaining, we would schedule an open meeting.  Some committee members felt these changes are strictly “editorially” which don’t require an additional faculty review period.  Gray made a motion to redistribute the editorially amended EFD 7-09 to the faculty for a 2 week review period.  The motion was seconded by Imbrie.  The motion was approved with 1 opposed and 1 abstention.  The updated document would be distributed to faculty on August 17th. 
7. New Business 

Election of Officers – Gray made a motion to nominate Cipra for a second term as Chair.  The motion was seconded by Fricker.  Nominations were closed.  A vote was held and Cipra was elected Chair for 2009-2010 with no dissenting votes.
