a. Imbrie made a motion that EFD 34-09 DEEE 55500 - Life Cycle Assessment:  Principles and Applications be approved on behalf of the Faculty.  After brief discussion of the fact that DEEE is currently not authorized to offer graduate courses, the motion was rejected with 9 dissenting votes.
b. EFD 32-09 –ENE 13100 & 13200 Transforming Ideas to Innovation I & Transforming Ideas to Innovation II.   Imbrie distributed a summary of his meetings with individual Schools regarding the EFD’s.
