Discussion followed.  The motion was approved for EFD’s 14-10 and 15-10 with no dissenting votes and no abstentions; EFD 17-10 was approved as editorially amended with no dissenting votes and no abstentions.

10. Cipra discussed the EFD’s still listed in Originating School and asked the committee to review their documents so they can move forward.  EFD 42-07 BS Degree in Industrial Engineering (curriculum change) was found to have been delayed after approved edits were made. The EFD process will continue with this document distributed to the faculty for approval.
