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Engineering Curriculum Committee

Minutes of Meeting #01






September 14, 2009

Present: Cipra, Gray, Andrisani, Imbrie, Fricker, Blendell, Caldwell, Allain, Irudayaraj, Houze, Harris.  Recorder: Higgins

1. The meeting was called to order by Cipra at 12:30 pm in ARMS 2005.

2. A motion was made by Blendell and seconded by Gray to approve the agenda for meeting #01. The motion was approved with no dissenting votes. 
3. A motion was made by Gray and seconded by Blendell to approve Minutes #29 of 5/14/09.  The minutes were approved as editorially amended with no dissenting votes and one abstention.  

4. Cipra welcomed new committee members and all members introduced themselves.  

5. Old Business

a. EFD 29-09 College of Engineering Admissions Requirements was approved on behalf of the faculty by an email vote of the ECC on 6/6/09 with no dissenting votes.  

b. EFD 7-06 Processing of Faculty Documents was approved by a faculty vote on 5/15/09 with 130 Yes votes to 10 No votes.  

c. EFD 7-09 Honors Program – This document had two flags as of 5/14/09.  Changes were made as a result of one flag which was then removed.  Since August 17 the other flag has been removed and there is now an updated revised document reflecting editorial changes that the flagger requested.  Imbrie distributed copies showing the exact changes that were made compared to the old document.  The committee reviewed these changes.  

Imbrie made a motion that the committee, as the originating body, approve the editorial amendments to EFD 7-09, seconded by Irudayaraj.  The motion was approved with no dissenting votes and one abstention.  

Caldwell made a motion for suspension of the agenda to add EFD 7-09 for final approval.  The motion was seconded by Blendell and was approved with no dissenting votes. 

Imbrie made a motion for final approval of EFD 7-09, seconded by Gray.  After brief discussion, EFD 7- 09 was approved on behalf of the faculty as editorially amended with no dissenting votes and one abstention.    
d.  EFD 36-09 CEM 597 – Discussion was held and since this graduate course would be in a program that does not have a graduate program, the Graduate School will not allow it.  Fricker will speak to the originator and request that it be withdrawn.  

e. EFD 34-09 DEEE 555 – Discussion was held and since this graduate course would be in a program that does not have a graduate program, the Graduate School will not allow it.  Imbrie will speak to the originator and request that it be withdrawn.    

f.  EFD 32-09 ENGR 131-132 has several flags still pending.  Imbrie reported that he has visited several schools and has plans to visit the remaining schools to discuss their concerns. 
g. Banner Changes – due to the lapse of time since the original Banner changes were submitted (January 2008)  and since very few Schools submitted EFD’s for their changes, Cipra suggested that only course deletions utilize an EFD, and that the requisite changes necessitated by Banner be acknowledged by the prior memos sent to the registrar without going through the EFD process.  The course changes will first be reviewed to identify those which were not requisite changes.
6. Cipra distributed copies of the ECC processing procedures for the committee to review.  New templates are being finalized by Andrisani.
