1. The meeting was called to order by Cipra at 12:33 pm in ARMS 2005.

2. A motion was made by Fricker and seconded by Caldwell to approve the agenda for meeting #03.  (Items 10, 11, 12 were removed).  The motion was approved as amended with no dissenting votes. 
3. A motion was made by Houze and seconded by Blendell to approve the minutes #02 of 9/21/09.  The minutes were approved with no dissenting votes and one abstention.

4. Old Business

c. Templates –the templates were reviewed by Gray.  One small edit was made.  Templates have been approved by the committee.  Linda will update and send the final documents to the committee members.  Linda will also compile a list of contacts for each school so that a meeting time to hold face to face information sessions on the EFD processing can be scheduled.

The motion was approved as editorially amended with no dissenting votes.

A motion was made by Houze and seconded by Fricker to approve EFD’s 4-10 BME 39699  Professional Practice Internship and 5-10 BME 38199, 38299, 38399 Professional Practice 3-Session Co-Op I, II, III,  for distribution to the faculty.  Discussion followed and EFD’s 4-10 and 5-10 were approved for distribution to the faculty as editorially amended with no dissenting votes.  (pending approval of the BME representative Irazoqui).

7.  A motion was made by Imbrie and seconded by Blendell to redirect EFD 48-09 IDE Changes in Graduation Requirements for IDE BS Degree to the ELT since substantial changes were made to the original document. (changes were approved by the document originator.)  Discussion followed and EFD 48-09 was approved for re-distribution to the ELT with no dissenting votes.
