1. The meeting was called to order by Cipra at 8:15 am in ARMS 3001.

2. A motion was made by Campanella and seconded by Gray to approve the agenda for meeting #03. The agenda was approved with no dissenting votes. 

3. A motion was made by Irazoqui and seconded by Campanella to approve Minutes #02 of 9/1410.  The minutes were approved no dissenting votes and two abstentions.

7. A motion was made by Blaisdell and seconded by Gray to approve EFD 20-11 AAE 35100 Aerospace Systems Design for distribution to the faculty.  The document was presented by AAE faculty Bill Crossley and Karen Marais.  Following discussion, EFD 20-11 was approved for distribution to the faculty pending receipt of the form 40 showing course outcomes.

8. A motion was made by Imbrie and seconded by Krane to approve EFD 53-10 CE 32100 Construction Planning and Scheduling, EFD 52-10 CE 22100 Construction Plans and Estimates, and EFD 51-10 CE 22000 Construction Management for distribution to the faculty.   After initial review, a motion to table was made by Campanella and seconded by Gray.  The motion to table was approved.
