This may cause a discrepancy with potential transfer students.  Possible solutions to be discussed with Steve Hofmann and then brought to committee as an addendum to the policy.  Jeff will bring draft to the meeting next week.
b. Transfer students who come from non-regional campuses are under the new Gen Ed policy. A possible concern may be there are lots of science classes that are found in the Colleges of HHS and Ag.  It would not be ideal for students to avoid Liberal Arts classes.  Jeff will develop a list of courses outside the traditional science areas to share with ECC and continue the discussion.  

c. Follow-up on schools need to address Gen Ed policy in EFD format.
