· Example ME 29000 covers Foundational Outcomes requirement STS and a program requirement.  A student would not be required to cover the STS requirement in the Gen Ed credit hours.  Effectively they would gain more hours in the Gen Ed bucket.  Additional editorial changes were suggested.
· Turns out that Foundational Outcomes courses are satisfied with D- or better.  Suggestion made to get a few years of data before revisiting issue.
7. New business 

· Eric Nauman from the Honors program solicited advice on the following issues: 1. Allowing a developing course on innovation to be considered by each school a tech elective.  What is the process for each school?  Nauman will email group.  Is there a mechanism that would approve technical electives for all schools at one time?  Nauman will email the group to find out each schools process for approving.  2.  Looking for advisory committee, would like to use ECC as the advisory committee.
