1. Meeting was called to order at 11:35am in ARMS 3001 by Oakes. 
2. A motion was made by Melloch and seconded by Campanella to approve agenda and it was approved by consent. 
3. A motion was made by Melloch and seconded by Campanella to approve the minutes for meeting #1 (9/5/14).  The motion was approved unanimously with no abstention.
4. A re-review of EFD Process was led by Oakes. Points clarified include:
