1. Meeting called to order at 2:05 pm.


2. Agenda review and approval
· Motion made by F. Sadeghi, seconded by F. Mannering to approve agenda modified by adding introductions.  Passed by consensus.

3. Introductions
· K. Kokini explained his role as the Dean’s representative.  A review of the bylaws determined that there are voting privileges in this capacity.
· R. Montgomery explained his role in convening this first meeting as outgoing chair of CFR.
4. Election of a chairperson for the committee
· Floor was opened for nominations.  F. Mannering nominated R. Montgomery.  No other nominations were received.  A motion was made by F. Sadeghi, seconded by F. Mannering, and passed by all to close nominations.  R. Montgomery accepted the nomination with the proviso that he would only serve one year.  All voted in favor of R. Montgomery as chair.  
5. University Senate – bringing the allocation of Senate seats into conformance with the requirements of the College of Engineering Bylaws (R.Montgomery)
· By-laws dictate that “…..no engineering school should be without representation so long as the number of seats assigned by the senate to the College of Engineering is at least equal to the number of engineering schools.”  CoE’s newest school, BME, is currently without representation, so FAC must evaluate and determine the least disruptive method to include BME.
· Timing:  When another school’s current seat expires.
· Methodology:  After looking at 3 ways to calculate seat appropriations, it was determined by consensus that the method which gives each school its guaranteed seat, then allocates the remaining 4 seats in proportion to the number of voting faculty in each school, was the most equitable. (Please see  ** on the attached spreadsheet).
· All analyses indicated that ME would be the logical school from which to transfer the seat.
· An official recommendation will be developed in November, after the university senate allocation of seats is known and an official faculty count is available.
6. New business

One role of FAC members:

· To supervise school elections and bring results to the college



Future Agenda Item:  Composition of Faculty Awards Committee
· These members are currently appointed by school heads.
· Proposed that these members should be elected due to the expansion of awards now given, allowing faculty to determine who could best represent their schools’ interests.
· Suggestion was also made to pass the responsibility for award selection to an already existing elected committee such as FAC, for one.
