1. Meeting called to order at 1:35 pm.
2. Motion to review and approve the agenda was made by F. Mannering, seconded by F. Sadeghi.  Agenda approved with a voice vote.
3. Motion to review and approve of the minutes of meeting #2 was made by K. Kokini, seconded by F. Sadeghi.  Minutes approved with a voice vote.  
4. Composition of Faculty Awards Committee; possible renaming to Faculty Awards Selection Committee
· Members brought feedback from their schools and departments indicating that their faculty were largely indifferent regarding the composition of the awards committee, but input was also received both favorable and against the election of members to this committee.  A few schools have yet to discuss this issue, so a decision was delayed until all areas can be polled, with the hope that a motion and vote can take place on this issue at the next meeting.   

5. University Senate – bringing the allocation of Senate seats into conformance with the requirements of the College of Engineering Bylaws
· Senate seats have been allocated for this year, with CoE’s seats remaining at 14.  Official faculty headcount numbers for CoE were reported and entered into an allocation chart for the college discussed at Meeting #1 of this year.  The results remain the same as the preliminary finding, so the motion was made by R. Spitzer to reallocate CoE’s 14 Senate seats by decreasing ME’s seats by one in order to add one seat for BME at the end of the current academic year.  K. Kokini seconded this motion, which was approved unanimously.

· Peripheral discussion on this matter raised the fact that FAC members should mark their calendars and be prepared to conduct necessary elections in their schools and departments next spring for the 2007-08 academic year.          

6. Meetings:  schedule, frequency, preparation, and related issues

· After discussion, it was decided to continue with bi-weekly meetings with the option of canceling if there is a lack of agenda items.

· The next and last meeting of this semester will be December 13th at 1:30 in POTR 118.  Teaching schedules for the spring semester will be reviewed at this meeting and a common meeting time will then be determined for the next semester.

· FAC will operate under the policy that members should notify Marsha Freeland by noon the day before a scheduled meeting if they will not be able to attend, so that other members may be notified on a timely basis if there will not be enough for a quorum (7 members).  

· CoE By-laws were reviewed to reexamine the charge of FAC.  This review and subsequent discussion indicated that there should be plenty of agenda items for this standing committee as members complete the charge of representing schools and departments and advising on a myriad of faculty affairs issues.
