1. Meeting was called to order at 4:05 p.m.
2. K. Kokini made a motion to approve minutes from January 31, 2007; C. Lu seconded the motion.  There was no discussion, a voice vote approved the minutes as posted.
3. K. Kokini reported that Dean Jamieson responded favorably to FAC’s recommendation that the following general rule be used regarding composition of the Faculty Awards Committee:

“The members of the Faculty Awards Committee will 1) be full professors (or  tenured associate professors in small schools where enough full professors are not available) and 2)  be elected by the faculty or appointed by the school or department head. The determination of the process to determine representatives by each school/department will be made by the faculty of each school/department based on a balloting process conducted by the FAC representative of each school or a vote during their faculty meeting.”
He will next present the recommendation to the Engineering Leadership Team on March 29, 2007, for their approval.

4. K. Kokini reported that he spoke to the Dean regarding confusion between the titles of her awards committee and the CoE awards committee.  She agreed to change hers to the Dean’s Faculty Awards Committee and the college’s will remain the College of Engineering Faculty Awards Committee.   
5. K. Kokini also reported that he took the suggestion to hold regular social or informal gatherings of the faculty to the Cabinet for advisement.  The Cabinet received the suggestion positively but deferred to the Dean.  Dean Jamieson was already considering this and was pleased to hear of FAC’s interest.  She will proceed and develop a venue that will allow faculty to interact with each other and meet the Dean or other members of the administration.    

6. Meetings will be moved back one week to eliminate an unavoidable scheduling conflict for one of the members.  The remaining meetings for the semester will be held at the same time (4:00) on the following dates:  March 28, April 11, April 25, and May 9.  Locations to be announced.
7. Future topics of discussion were mentioned:  inviting senators to FAC meetings; course catalogs no longer available; faculty meetings no longer being held; 2020 plans (Forum to be held March 2nd), and Coe time block for faculty meetings.

Suggestion made that FAC members could survey faculty for issues/concerns by email asking “What can FAC help you address?”  This information could also be gathered via informal conversations.  Simply send these issues to Office of Academic Affairs to collect, and they will then be prioritized by FAC.
