1. Meeting called to order at 4:07 p.m.
2. F. Sadeghi motioned that the proposed agenda be approved.  K. Kokini seconded the motion and all voted in favor of proceeding with the posted agenda

3. F. Sadeghi motioned that the minutes from Feb. 28, 2007, be approved.  C. Lu seconded the motion and all voted in favor of approving the minutes as posted

4. Discussion regarding use of CoE technology fees
F. Mannering was not able to attend today due to a previous commitment.  He raised this issue and will be asked to present it at next meeting with background information to aid the discussion.

5. Determining terms of Faculty Awards Committee members
Schools are now voting for their preferred selection method for determining members on the Faculty Awards Committee.  Previously these members were appointed annually by school heads.  Discussion was held on determining terms for these members with the resulting motion by M. Ohland:  K. Kokini, in consultation with Faculty Awards Committee members, will determine the initial terms of these members, with the desired end result being two-year staggered terms.

Clarification was requested on how often schools should vote on the award process.  It was explained that this decision will be left up to the schools.  For examples, they might choose to vote annually, every 5 years, or let the initial decision stand indefinitely. 

6. Inviting university senators to FAC meetings could facilitate the senators’ communication with CoE faculty.  It was decided that an invitation should be extended to them by F. Sadeghi as FAC Chair.  M. Freeland will draft this invitation.

7. Discontinuance of printed course catalogs
Preference for a printed catalog versus an on-line version was expressed.  Discussion took place regarding convenience over cost, the difficulty of maintaining historical records and tracking policy changes of on-line versions.  M. Ohland will do some research on this issue and bring information back to the next meeting for further discussion.
  
8. College-wide time block for meetings
Appreciation was expressed for the Dean’s effort to meet informally with the entire college on March 29th.  F. Sadeghi asked members to send emails reminding their faculty of the next such meeting on May 1st, 1:00-2:30 p.m. at the West Faculty Lounge.
