1. Meeting was called to order at 4:03 pm.
2. The agenda was reviewed and approved unanimously by voice vote.
3. The minutes of meeting #6 (April 11, 2007) were reviewed and approved unanimously by voice vote.

4. Discussion regarding use of CoE technology fees
F. Mannering reported dissatisfaction among faculty that have been unable to obtain research equipment and other requested items.  They believe these items are unavailable because technology fees have been directed to building the Armstrong facility.  More information is needed before the committee can decide if any action should be taken, such as knowing the actual definition of the technology fee and its designated uses.  After we are more informed, we might then draft a letter of concern to the Dean, bringing the matter to her attention.  
  
5. Discontinuance of printed course catalogs

6. Alternate members to Engineering Area Primary Committee (EAPC)
M. Freeland provided background information to the recent request that schools provide elected alternate members to EAPC.  Prior practice has been inconsistent among schools so FAC has been charged with institutionalizing and overseeing this committee membership requirement with its annual requests to the schools for updated committee memberships.

F. Sadeghi described ME’s method of putting 4 candidates forward with the first place vote getter being named the regular representative and the 2nd place candidate being named the alternate.  This way protects the other two members from knowing they came in last place. 
   
7. Other Business  
· Next and last scheduled meeting for the semester is May 9th.  F. Sadeghi will not be able to attend, so a substitute chair will need to be fill in for him.  We discussed inviting University senators to a meeting but this might not take place next fall, after the new senators take office during the summer
· Members reported the results of their schools’ votes on the selection process to the Faculty Award Committee.  AAE, ABE, BME, CE, ECE, and MSE faculties decided that these will be an appointed positions, while the ME faculty opted to make it an elected position.
