Finding an epicenter:

1. Find the difference in the arrival time of the P-waves and S-waves.

Ex.
6:04 p.m.
P-waves


6:09 p.m.
S-waves

  9 min.

- 4 min.

  5 min.

2. Find the distance from the station to the epicenter (Use Figure 9-7 in textbook).

3. Draw a circle with the radius equal to the distance from the station to the epicenter.

4. Do this for all three (or more) stations.

5. Intersection of all the circles =  epicenter.
