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ECE 477 Design Review Specifics

· The Design Review is a formal 50-minute presentation in which all team members are required to participate (as equally as possible)
· Each student is required to serve as a peer reviewer for (at least) two other teams – part of your individual grade will be based on your participation as a reviewer (credit will be awarded based on extent of participation; sessions to review will be self-selected)
· Plan on a 35-minute presentation, leaving 15 minutes for questions and discussion
· Be prepared to “defend” your component choices, schematic, and PCB layout
· Make 12 printed copies of your presentation slide handouts (two slides per page) for distribution to your reviewers along with an 11”x17” copy of your schematic and 1:1 scale printouts of your top and bottom copper (with silkscreen layer visible)
· The following outline is required (times are approximate):
· Introduce your team members [1 minute]
· Provide a brief overview of your project [2 minutes]
· List your project-specific success criteria [1 minute]
· Present the block diagram [2 minutes]
· Present the rationale for choosing the major components         [4 minutes]
· Present the packaging design [2 minutes]
· Present the schematic and theory of operation on a “block-by-block” basis (e.g., power supply, microcontroller, external interfaces, etc.)…this should be the major focus of the presentation [10 minutes]
· Present the PCB layout along with any special design considerations…this should also be a significant part of the presentation [10 minutes]
· Present the software preliminary design/development status    [2 minutes]
· Present a timeline for completing the project [1 minute]




Remember: Be teachable, and do not take criticism of your design personally!
